1. Proposed rules re define the Aesthetic Industry in Arizona.  See proposed language.

2. Licenses are issued to legal names.  During school enrollment care must be taken to enroll the student by legal name only.  Failure to do so may cause inability to prove identity necessary for examination and licensure.  Two types of identification are required to straighten out or verify one’s identity.    Name change verification documents can be submitted for first licensure such as "Marital Status" etc., but will only qualify to change the marital status.  Identification for exams must be the same as that of the enrollment name of record with the Board.

4. Law and Rule Education are mandated theory instruction for all students enrolled in schools.  Licensure requires knowledge of laws and rules that govern the license.  Often, very standard and obvious questions about industry laws and rules are posed by students indicating they do not conceptually understand their responsibility to law and rule compliance.  A copy or reference to laws and rules is not sufficient instruction.  Theory Instruction wherein students may ask questions and receive practical understanding along with a copy of the laws and rules is required.   Instructors, please include this instruction as routine and daily academic delivery to your students.  R4-10-301-306 

5. Candidate Pre-Screening is another procedural advancement made possible by the A.A.C. new rule R4-10-108.  Please review pre-screening distribution dated April 3, 2006, also available at www.azboc.gov.
6. Monthly hour reporting by schools is required to be sent electronically including all documents associated with the submittal.   
7. COMING SOON – Watch for "Examination Application" electronically to:  
A.  pre-screen, make application, pay fee, schedule date (by their own selection based on available space), receive notices, and receive CIB's (candidate information bulletins) immediately upon examination registration completion.
